Step 1: Introduction

º A legislator can introduce a bill before 
or during the legislative session.

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Step 2: Public Hearings

º Senate committees will collect public 
feedback. (Or House committees if the bill 
originates in the House)

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Step 3: The Calendar

º The Senate president (or Speaker of the 
House) will decide when an item is placed 
on the calendar.
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Step 4: Senate Passage

º Success! Now that the bill has passed the 
Senate, it goes to the House.
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Step 5: House Passage

º Great! The bill has had its three (3) readings 
in the House and has passed.
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Step 6: Amendments

º Now the Senate (House) must agree to 
any amendments that were made on this 
bill while it was in the House (Senate).
